The GAIWC was founded

in 1956 when wives of
American officers decided
to buck military regula-
tions and make contact
with local German women.
Within six months the
original eight women who
comprised the first Ger-
man-American board of the GAWC of Kaiserslautern,
grew to 120 members. Today, there are nearly 200
members of the GAIWC who continue to foster
German and American friendships.

THE GOALS OF THE GAIWC ARE TO:

+ Promote German-American friendships and
international relationships with people of all
nationalities

+ Raise funds through the annual Pfennig Bazaar
to support regional welfare programs

* Provide opportunities for cultural exchange

+ Support the student and youth exchange
programs

+ Provide ongoing maintenance of the American
Kinder Graves where 451 American children born
in the 1950s are buried as they couldn’t be
brought to the US at that time.
